INTRODUCTION

The first page should include a title, the name(s) of the author(s), their affiliations, email address and phone numbers. The title should not exceed eighteen words and apt to give exact description of the work as shown above.

The manuscript should consist of a Title page, Abstract, Introduction, Materials and Methods, Results and Discussion, Conclusion; Acknowledgement (if any); References; Nomenclature. The introduction should provide a factual background, clearly defined problem, proposed solution, a brief literature survey and the scope and justification of the work done with clear objectives.

MATERIALS AND METHODS

This section will include materials or equipment description used in the work, experimental design, experimental methods, and model developments. Give adequate information to allow the experiment to be reproduced. Already published methods should be mentioned with references. Significant modifications of published methods and new methods should be described in detail.

Tables & Figures

Tables and Figures should be placed inside the text. It is suggested that the discussion about the tables and figures should appear in the text before the appearance of the respective tables and figures. Tables & Figures should have brief titles, above and below respectively. They are to be numbered serially. Tables should be explanatory enough to be understandable without any text reference. Single spacing should be maintained throughout the table, including table headings and footnotes. Table headings should be placed above the table. Footnotes should be placed below the table with superscript lowercase letters.  Each figure should have a caption. The caption should be concise and typed separately, not on the figure area. Figures should be self-explanatory. Information presented in the figure should not be repeated in the table. All symbols and abbreviations used in the illustrations should be defined clearly.
